4) Sufficient information to identify the dangerous substances and
category of substances involved or likely to be present
5) The quantity and physical form of the dangerous substance or
substances mentioned in 4)
6) The activities or proposed activities of the installations or storage
facilities
7) A description of the immediate environment of the establishment,
and factors likely to cause a major accident or to aggravate the
consequences of a major accident including, where available, details
of:
(i) neighbouring establishments
(ii) sites of operation that fall outside the scope of these Regulations
(iii) areas and developments that could be the source of or increase
the risk or consequences of a major accident and of domino effects
