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INTRODUCTION

The Local Authorities (Executive Arrangements) Meetings and Access to
Information (England) Regulations 2012 require the Council to produce a notice of all key delegated decisions at least 28 clear days in advance of the date at which those decisions will be made.

A key decision is defined as:

“Any decision in relation to an executive function which results in the local authority incurring expenditure which is, or the making of savings, which are, significant having regard to the local authority’s budget for the service or functions to which the decision relates” 

and/or

“which is likely to have a significant impact on two or more wards.”

The value of a financial key decision is subject to local determination and for the purposes of this Council it shall be £250,000 gross expenditure or income.  

A decision taker may only make a key decision in accordance with the requirements of the Cabinet Procedure Rules set out in Part 4 of the Council Constitution.

Please note:  the decision is subject to change and the Executive Scrutiny Board and/or Scrutiny & Improvement Committees may request to review any entry in the Forward Plan prior to the expected decision date.

PROCEDURE BEFORE TAKING KEY DELEGATED DECISIONS

A key delegated decision may not be taken unless:

(a) a notice (called here a Forward Plan) has been published in connection with the matter in question;

(b) at least 28 clear days have elapsed since the publication of the forward plan; and

(c) where the decision is to be taken at a meeting of the Cabinet or its committees, notice of the meeting has been given in accordance with Rule 6 (notice of meetings).

The forward plan contains matters which the Leader has reason to believe will be subject of a key or confidential decision to be taken by the Cabinet, a committee of the Cabinet, individual members of the Cabinet, officers, area committees or under joint arrangements in the course of the discharge of an executive function during the period covered by the plan.

Each entry includes as much information as is available at the time of production of the Forward Plan in respect of the following:

b) where the decision taken is an individual, his/her name and title, if any and where the decision taker is a body, its name and details of membership;

c) the date on which, or the period within which, the decision will be taken;

d) the identity of the principal groups whom the decision taker proposes to consult before taking the decision; and the means by which any such consultation is proposed to be undertaken;

e) the steps any person might take who wishes to make representations to the Cabinet or decision taker about the matter in respect of which the decision is to be made, and the date by which those steps must be taken; and

f) whether or not the decision is considered to be confidential and the reason for that confidentiality as defined under Schedule 12A of the Local Government Act 1972 (as amended).

g) a list of other supporting documents submitted to the decision taker for consideration in relation to the matter.

The forward plan must be published at least 28 days in advance of the date where the decision will be taken. Exempt information need not be included in a forward plan and confidential information cannot be included.

GENERAL EXCEPTION

If a matter which is likely to be a key decision has not been included in the forward plan, then subject to Rule 16 (special urgency), the decision may still be taken if;

a) the decision must be taken by such a date that it is impracticable to defer the decision until it has been included in the next forward plan and until the start of the first month to which the next forward plan relates;

b) the proper officer has informed the chair of a relevant overview and scrutiny committee, or if there is no such person, each member of that committee in writing, by notice, of the matter to which the decision is to be made;

c) the proper officer office has made copies of that notice available to the public at the offices of the Council; and

d) at least 5 clear days have elapsed since the proper officer complied with (a) and (b).

Where such a decision is taken collectively, it must be taken in public.

SPECIAL URGENCY

If by virtue of the date by which a decision must be taken Rule 3 15 (general exception) cannot be followed, then the decision can only be taken if the decision taker (if an individual) or the chair of the body making the decision, obtains the agreement of the chair of a relevant overview and scrutiny committee that the taking of the decision cannot be reasonably deferred. 

If there is no chair of a relevant overview and scrutiny committee, or if the chair of each relevant overview and scrutiny committee is unable to act, then the agreement of the Mayor or in his/her absence the Deputy Mayor will suffice.

The newly developed Extra Care scheme in Guisborough (Aldaniti Court) opened to residents in 
September 2025.  The opening date was planned for March 2025; however, the opening was 
delayed due to the completion of the building and the subsequent handover process to the 
housing provider, Housing 21 (H21). 


Extra Care schemes operate by providing elderly and vulnerable residents with a secure tenancy, 
with care and support workers based on site 24/7.  Supplementary personal care is provided on 
a bespoke basis in line with an agreed care and support plan for individuals who require it. Extra 
Care is a step below 24-hour residential care, with the aim of maintaining an individual’s 
independence for longer. 


H21 are the housing and care provider for this scheme.  While the development has not been 
commissioned by RCBC, the Council is now working in partnership with Housing 21 to support 
local population needs, the preventative care agenda, and models that promote independence. 
Housing 21 is a leading not-for-profit provider of retirement and extra care housing for older 
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people, operating in more than 240 local areas across England, with a well-established and 
effective model of integrated housing and care. 


Decision Considerations: 


The Care Act 2014 highlights the importance of suitable accommodation in meeting the care 
and support needs of older and vulnerable individuals.  The Aldaniti Court Extra Care scheme in 
Guisborough brings much-needed additional capacity to the local Extra Care market, particularly 
in the east of the borough where provision had previously been limited. Residents are able to 
access varying levels of support as their needs change over time, helping to reduce the need for 
higher-cost residential care services and avoid unnecessary hospital admissions. 


Housing 21 forecast that, when at full capacity, the scheme will deliver approximately 516 
planned care hours per week across Aldaniti Court, with the balance of care across all 83 units 
set at 33.333% Low / 33.333% Medium / 33.333% High need. The scheme is now open and 
operational, with 56 properties currently occupied and delivering 205 hours of planned care 
each week. 


As Aldaniti Court has been developed at risk by Housing 21, a proportion of residents will be 
privately funded.  However, the provider is committed to ensuring that residents eligible for 
local authority social care funding are also able to access the scheme. 


Redcar & Cleveland Borough Council will not hold a nominations agreement with Housing 21 for 
Aldaniti Court and therefore carries no financial liability for any voids within the scheme.  Local 
authority officers will assess individuals who are receiving, or are likely to require, adult social 
care and will refer eligible applicants to the Council’s established Extra Care Panel for suitability 
checks.  The Panel will determine the individual’s suitability and eligibility for Extra Care facility, 
or whether alternative support options may be more suitable. 


Extra Care provision plays a significant role in reducing and delaying the need for enhanced 
home-care packages or 24-hour residential care.  The local authority currently pays £831 per 
week for a standard residential care placement.  Placement within Extra Care is substantially 
more cost-effective and offers greater independence for residents, with the local authority only 
funding the cost of planned care and core support for those who are financially eligible. 


The agreed hourly rate for local authority-funded planned care at Aldaniti Court is £24.13 for 
2025/26, with the standard annual uplift due in April 2026, aligned to the Council’s domiciliary 
care uplift mechanism.

Approval is requested to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) with Housing 21, 
via a compliant Direct Award under the Procurement Act 2023, Schedule 5 – User Choice.  This 
will enable the placement of Redcar & Cleveland residents within the privately developed Extra 
Care scheme at Aldaniti Court, Guisborough.  Although Housing 21 are the housing and care 
provider for the scheme, the Care Act 2014 provides adults with the right to choose their care 
provider or to receive a Direct Payment, and this principle of choice is reflected within the MoU. 
The MoU sets out the local authority’s expectations regarding the standards of care and support 
to be delivered by the Extra Care provider. 


The funding agreement is set over a four-year period from 1 April 2026 until 31 March 2030, 
aligning with the duration of the Council’s current commissioned Extra Care Services contract. 
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This alignment ensures consistency across all Extra Care arrangements, supports stable care 
delivery, and enables clear long-term financial and operational planning. It also maintains parity 
in annual uplift mechanisms, contract monitoring processes, and quality assurance expectations 
across the wider Extra Care market. 


The agreement will ensure that robust processes and procedures remain in place to safeguard 
the treatment and care of residents, and that the provider continues to operate in full 
compliance with all regulatory requirements, including those set by the CQC and the Care Act 
(2014). The agreement also maintains the established mechanism for annual uplifts to the 
hourly care rate, which are applied at the start of each financial year. Traditionally these uplifts 
have been aligned to domiciliary care home rate uplifts, taking account of changes in National 
Living Wage and inflation.

Background to decision: 


The North East Association of Directors of Children's Services (NE ADCS), and the Strategic 
Children’s Commissioning Group (SCCG), agreed for the 12 NEPO Member Authorities to 
develop a single solution for Independent Fostering across the North East region, to support 
Children and Young People. The name of this collaboration is Tyne Tees Foster Care Services. 
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The Flexible Procurement Agreement commenced 1 July 2022 until 30 June 2025 with 3x 12 
month optional extension periods available.  


The first extension phase contract term is coming to an end, and approval is now required to 
enter into the second extension phase of the agreement. The Flexible Procurement Agreement 
allows for new providers to bid in openings throughout the lifetime of the contract. Approval is 
also being sought to award contracts to successful bidders throughout the duration of the 
contract period.

Background to decision: 


High needs funding is provided to local authorities through the high needs block of the 
dedicated schools grant (DSG). Local authorities must spend that funding in line with the 
associated conditions of the grant, and School and Early Years Finance Regulations. High needs 
funding is also provided directly to some institutions by the Department for Education (DfE).  


The high needs funding system supports provision for children and young people with special 
educational needs and disabilities (SEND) from their early years to age 25, enabling both local 
authorities and education providers to meet their statutory duties under the Children and 
Families Act 2014. High needs funding is also intended to support good quality Alternative 
Provision for pre-16 pupils who, because of exclusion, illness or other reasons, cannot receive 
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their education in mainstream or special schools. The high needs funding block provides local 
authorities with resources for place funding and top-up funding for institutions, and funding for 
high needs services delivered directly by the authority or under a separate funding agreement 
with institutions (including funding devolved to institutions), as permitted by regulations.  


Local Authorities, maintained schools and academies, general FE colleges, non-maintained 
schools and special post-16 institutions on the section 41 approved list must have regard to the 
Department’s statutory guidance on the special educational needs and disability (SEND) system 
for children and young people aged 0 to 25.  


In line with the SEN Code of Practice and the Local Authorities (LA) statutory duties, additional 
support (to also include Alternative Education Placements and Additionally Resourced 
Provisions) is allocated to young people/pupils with Special Educational Needs in Pre and Post 
16 settings both in borough and out of area schools and colleges. The additional support young 
people will receive is based on the agreed “SEND Range” as allocated and approved by the LA’s 
Multi Agency Education Health and Care Plan Panel, in addition to schools’ own resources.  


The Council are committed to improving outcomes for children and young people with SEND 
throughout the Borough and out of area and therefore wish to enter into agreements with 
Schools, Academies and Colleges for additional support to meet our statutory duty in line with 
our agreed outcomes and quality service delivery for the associated spend and placement. 


Decision Considerations: 


The LA must meet the assessed needs of young people by providing the most appropriate and 
cost-effective high-quality provision to ensure they participate and achieve in education. 
Parents of young people who have an Education Health Care Plan (EHCP) have a right to ask for 
a particular education provider to be named in the plan and preferences of parents and young 
people for where they should be educated are met wherever possible. Due to lack of capacity 
within the borough these assessed needs cannot always be met by RCBC provisions.  


Young people will need to meet the entry requirements for courses as set out by the individual 
college with additional support being allocated via DfE element 3 funding based on assessed 
needs.

Background to decision: 


High needs funding is provided to local authorities through the high needs block of the 
dedicated schools grant (DSG). Local authorities must spend that funding in line with the 
associated conditions of the grant, and School and Early Years Finance Regulations.

The Council requires a fully supported and maintained case-management system to meet 
its statutory duties in relation to Children’s Social Care and Adult Social Care, including 
compliance with legislative requirements and regulatory expectations such as those set by 
Ofsted and CQC. 


Failure to renew the support and maintenance contract would place the continued operation of 
these critical systems at risk, removing supplier support, access to system updates, and 
compliance with legislative change. This would expose the Council to significant operational, 
safeguarding, data-quality, and compliance risks and could result in service disruption, audit 
failure, and adverse regulatory findings. For these reasons, this option is not considered viable. 


2. Competitive Procurement of an Alternative System


Given the scale of investment already made by the Council in the current System C platforms, 
this option has been discounted.

It would require a substantial change-management 
programme, including data migration, redesign of business processes, and extensive retraining 
of approximately 800+ system users across multiple services. 


In addition, this option would incur significant internal resource costs and external 
implementation and licensing costs, alongside the risk of reduced productivity during the 
transition period. There would also be a material risk to ongoing improvement programmes, 
including the continued implementation of the work of the two reforms.

Delivering Social Value:

It will also enable the continued and planned implementation of the two social care reforms 
Families First and Best Start in Lide ensuring best-practice frameworks without disruption, 
supporting consistent and effective safeguarding practice across the Borough. 


As per G-Cloud 14 framework guidance a search was conducted via the Government Digital 
Marketplace G-Cloud 14 Framework for the requirement.  The resulting shortlist provided one 
supplier, System C Healthcare Ltd who are suitable in meeting our requirements.  System C 
Healthcare Ltd were appointed to the GCloud14 framework upon completion of a full PCR2015 
tender process. 
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Details of alternative options considered (if any) and reasons for rejection: 


1. Do Nothing


This option would involve allowing the existing support and maintenance arrangements to 
lapse. The Council requires a fully supported and maintained case-management system to meet 
its statutory duties in relation to Children’s Social Care and Adult Social Care, including 
compliance with legislative requirements and regulatory expectations such as those set by 
Ofsted and CQC. 


Failure to renew the support and maintenance contract would place the continued operation of 
these critical systems at risk, removing supplier support, access to system updates, and 
compliance with legislative change. This would expose the Council to significant operational, 
safeguarding, data-quality, and compliance risks and could result in service disruption, audit 
failure, and adverse regulatory findings. For these reasons, this option is not considered viable. 


2. Competitive Procurement of an Alternative System


Given the scale of investment already made by the Council in the current System C platforms, 
this option has been discounted. 


A system replacement would present a high risk of service disruption during transition, 
particularly in a safeguarding environment where system availability, data continuity, and 
practitioner familiarity are critical. It would require a substantial change-management 
programme, including data migration, redesign of business processes, and extensive retraining 
of approximately 800+ system users across multiple services. 


In addition, this option would incur significant internal resource costs and external 
implementation and licensing costs, alongside the risk of reduced productivity during the 
transition period. There would also be a material risk to ongoing improvement programmes, 
including the continued implementation of the work of the two reforms.  


On this basis, a competitive procurement is not considered proportionate or value for money.

2.1   The Government has announced that from 1 April 2026 until 31 March 2029  a new 
Crisis and Resilience Fund will be launched in England. The Crisis and Resilience 
Fund provides grant funding to local authorities in England to provide preventative 
support to communities, as well as assisting people when faced with a financial crisis.

An analysis of 
the current Council Tax Support caseload has identified that there are circa 3000 
households with children receiving support (circa 6300 children live within those 
households), there are circa 5000 working age households without children that receive 
support and circa 5350 state pension age households without children that receive 
support. The total number of households in the borough is circa 66,800 with a 
population of circa 139,000 


4.2 It is proposed that Council Tax Support is a determiner for receiving a set rate 
assistance payment because it is means-tested and households would have low 
incomes in order to receive this support.  


4.3 Low income households are less resilient to financial ‘shocks’ and at higher risk of being 
in debt due to having limited disposable income and a lower capacity to build financial 
contingency for unplanned expenditure. This can lead to high interest borrowing and 
being in long term debt.  


4.4 The reduction of payment frequency to a single yearly payment represents a phasing 
out approach from reliance on these set payments that have been in place since 2021 
and will be eventually be fully replaced by an intensive intervention and pathway 
approach for residents with the most significant financial/debt issues.  


4.5 The continuance of set payments for financial year 2027-28 will be considered within 
service delivery plans for year two of the scheme. Delivery planning for the 2027-28 
scheme will be undertaken in February 2027.   


4.6 Payments made at set rates dependent on household composition i.e. Working Age 
and Pension Age households without children will be eligible for a set rate payment of 
£50 and households with children will be eligible for a set rate payment of £100.  


4.7 It is anticipated that the majority of these payments will be made in July 2026 ahead of 
the summer school holiday period which will be the most financially challenging time for 
households with children when free school meals are not available or school activities.
